Chair Woods called the conference call meeting to order at 7:00 PM. 

SHIRT SURVEY:  The first item on the agenda was discussion regarding the shirt survey that was sent 

recently to all football commissioners about their association choosing a wide stripe shirt, one similar to 

NCAA or one similar to NFL.  Last year a survey was sent out to all 800+ football officials asking about 

keeping the current narrow stripe shirt or going to a wide stripe shirt.  54% were in favor of the wide 

stripe shirts but less than 50% of the officials voted.  With the results being non-conclusive, no action 

was taken. 

Some associations wanted the option of staying with the current narrow stripe shirt.  A new survey will 

be sent to all football commissioners asking for three options: stay with current narrow stripes, or go to 

a wide stripe shirt like NCAA, or a wide stripe shirt like NFL. 

OCEP PLAYOFF CERTIFIED:  A reminder from OSAA that all football officials working playoff and 

championship games must be OCEP certified.  If an association uses a non-certified football official, a 

penalty may be imposed on that association. 



BLINDSIDE BLOCK UPDATE:  OSAA reports that there have been over 200 reports by the calling official 

on the Blindside Block experimental rule this year.  This information will greatly help OSAA with this 

experimental rule. 

DOWN BOX ERROR:  All associations have done a great job with this new mechanic with only two 

incidents statewide that were handled properly.
